Book Reports

for 3rd Grade

This year, as part of our weekly homework assignments, we will be working on book reports!

General Guidelines for Book Reports:

Book Reports are due about once a month.

The first book report will be due on October 25th and will be a Biography.  
Attached is a list of Written and Non-Written activities.
Students should alternate between a written and a non-written activity.  For example, if a written report is turned in for the first book report, then the next one should be a non-written.

When you turn in a non-written book report it needs to be accompanied by a summary of the book (about one to two paragraphs in length).

All book reports need to have the following information on them:

Student’s Name

Title of Book

Author/Illustrator

Genre

Date
Note to Parents:

Parent guidance is expected; this is a semi-independent activity. Children should be reading the books independ​ently (that doesn’t mean they can’t read them to you!). Parents should help out with the report, but should not do the report for the child.

What kind of books can I read for my book report?

You will read one chapter book in each of the following genres:

· Historical Fiction

· Biography

· Non-Fiction

· Poetry

· Mystery

· Fantasy

· A Roald Dahl book

· Newberry Award Winning Book

We will be studying a genre in class and then each student will be doing a book report on a book in that genre. 

Written Book Report Activity Ideas

a) Write a detailed description about one of the characters in your book.  Compare a character in your book to a character in a different book.

b) Write a letter to one of the characters in your book.

c) Write an imaginary journal entry written by one of the characters inyour book.

d) Write a different ending to your book.

e) Compare this book to another book by the same author.

f) Write an additional chapter to your book.

g) Write 3 poems about the book or characters.

h) Write a newspaper review about your book.

i) Turn your book into a play (write the script).

j) Find seven new words in your book that you do not know the meaning of, look them up and use them in sentences.

k) Write ten questions about your book that if answered correctly would show if someone had really understood the book. Give them to someone who has read the book.  Write a letter to a friend telling them why you did or did not like the book. Be specific. Include details.

l) Make up a quiz about the book that someone could take after they read it.

m) Write an interview between you and one of the characters in book.

n) Come up with an original idea involving writing, which has been approved by the teacher.

Non-Written Book Report Activity Ideas

a)
Design a cover for your book which would make someone else want to read it.

b)
Do an illustration of your favorite part of the book.

c)
Do a mobile which represents some part of your book.

d)
Design a board game based on your book. Be sure and write careful instructions.

e)
Do a shoebox report.

f)
Make up a game show about your book.

g)
Make puppets based on one or more of the characters in your book.

h)
Draw a portrait of one of the characters in your book.

i)
Do a poster of your book.

j)
Make a model of one of the characters in the book.

k)
Make a comic about your book.

1)
Make a cereal box report.

m)
Do a radio show about your book.

n)
Design a calendar page based on a scene in your book.

o)
Record your book on a cassette. (Must be short)

p)
Come up with an original idea which involves making something which has been approved by the teacher.
Don’t forget:  A non-written book report still needs to be turned in with a summary of the book!
